Preference will be given to students who wish to study a
language intensively at a summer institute or another university, design international re-
search or study projects, or plan to enroll in a study abroad program.

A cover sheet that includes your name, address, phone number, e-mail address, intended se-
mester and year of graduation, and names and e-mail addresses of your two UNM faculty rec-
ommenders;

A 250-word narrative describing your project and how you expect to benefit from it in temrs of
your education and future career plans;

A one-page itemized budget (with supporting documentation) indicating expected expenses,
specifying the amount you are requesting from the ISI and explaining how you plan to meet
expenses with and without ISI funding;

Your current unofficial UNM transcript;

Two letters of recommendation from UNM faculty members (Assistant Professor, Associate
Professor, or Professor; Lecturer I, I, or III; or a TA teaching a lower division language class).
The letters should be submitted by your recommenders as an e-mail attachment (.doc, .docx,
or .pdf file format) to the address below.
